Rules & Policies for all classes

· Morning services start promptly at 9AM and are part of the school curriculum.

· Regular attendance is required. Six (6) unexcused absences are allowed. Parent must supply written explanation when student returns to class. Excessive absences will result in tutorial services at an extra expense, if you anticipate more than 6 see your child’s teacher.

· Students are required to keep up with their lessons.

Missed assignments and class work must be completed.

· Religious Service Requirement. Dalet, Hay and B’nei Mitzvah Classes are required to attend ten (10) Shabbat Services at Temple Shalom** during the school year. Failure will result in retention.

**The younger grades are encouraged to attend five (5) and do not affect promotion

· Proficiency testing required before promotion to the B’nei Mitzvah Class

· Students are expected to have good behavior at all times
